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Frequently Asked Questions

1. How do I apply for the STARS program?
a. Complete the STARS application 
b. Return the completed application by:
i. Stop by the STARS department in the South Oasis
ii. Give to an instructor
iii. Mailing the application

2. What are the requirements to be eligible for the STARS program?
a. First generation student (You (the student) cannot have a degree and neither parent can have a Bachelor’s degree or higher)
b. Income eligible (income eligibility based on criteria indicated on the STARS application and/or information reported on the FAFSA)
c. Documented Disability (Documentation must be on file with Disability Services) 

3. How do I know if I qualify?
a. Once we receive the completed application, the STARS staff will review it to see if the student meets the eligibility requirements. Selected students will then be contacted via letter and email notifying them of tentative acceptance into the program. At that point, it is the students responsibility to schedule an appointment to complete the acceptance process where more information is provided about the program.
